(N) Conflict between Weekend and Holiday Parenting Time. Whenever there is a conflict
between weekend and holiday parenting time, the holiday parenting time shall apply. The
parents are encouraged to compensate for missed weekends so that a parent will not go

more than two weekends without having weekend parenting time;

(0) Conflict between Holiday Parenting Time and Birthday Celebrations. When there is a
conflict between birthday and holiday time, the holiday schedule shall apply. However,
the parents should be flexible in allowing the birthday to be celebrated either the

weekend before or the weekend after the holiday period.
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
